Regretfully, the funds received from the government does not fully cover the cost of all of these items per child, leaving a shortfall for the school to pick up. We therefore will still need to ask for a €45 voluntary contribution per child to cover the cost of photocopying, arts & crafts and insurance. This can be paid directly to our bank account, in cash to the school office or by cheque made payable to Cong NS.
